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Disasters

Typhoon Opong, also known as Bualoi, swept through the Philippines last
weekend, causing widespread destruction and loss of life. Over 400,000 people
were evacuated from flood-prone and landslide-prone areas, with many taking
shelter in government-designated evacuation centers. The storm brought strong
winds, heavy rainfall, and storm surges, resulting in power outages and
infrastructure damage. Some churches supported by CALM experienced flooding,
but we believe all the members are safe. (Note the fish on the floor of the church
in picture on the right.)

A 6.9 magnitude earthquake occurred at night on September 30. The epicenter
was near Cebu province which is northeast of Panay Island where the CALM
churches are located. Early reports indicated more than 20 casualties in Cebu;
there were no initial reports of casualties on Panay Island.
